8 pollution in residential areas. If you heat with wood, please do your part and burn responsibly
| by following the rules. Failure to follow the rules can result in fines.

! Wood smoke is a complex mixture of fine particles, many of which are toxic and known to

| cause cancer. Breathing wood smoke can cause serious health problems, especially for
children whose lungs are still developing and for people with heart disease, asthma, or other
respiratory illnesses.

Washington’s Wood Smoke Laws

The Spokane Regional Clean Air Agency (Spokane Clean Air) enforces the following wood smoke laws,

which are designed to protect public health and our communities:

O Chimney smoke — State law limits the density (opacity)
of chimney smoke. Smoke over 20% opacity is illegal.

O Burn Bans — Burn bans are called when fine particles of
smoke become concentrated due to stagnant air. Burning
during a ban is illegal and can result in fines.

0 Stage 1 Burn Ban (yellow) — Burning is not
allowed unless the device is EPA-certified. A
label should be on your device indicating . TN % &0 :
certification. Give us a call or check our website 20% - Maximum Allowed 40%- Iliegal 80% - Outrageous!
for more information about certification.

0 State 2 Burn Ban (red) — Burning is not allowed in any wood or pellet stove, fireplace or fireplace
insert, unless you have no other source of heat and obtain a prior written exemption from Spokane
Clean Air.

O Smoke Nuisance — It is illegal to impact neighbors with smoke, odor or ash.
O EPA-Certified Devices — Only EPA-certified wood stoves and fireplace inserts can be installed in
Washington.

Stay Warm, Burn Smart

Follow these clean burning tips to reduce pollution while saving money on fuel.

1. Burn only dry, clean, untreated wood or manufactured logs/pellets — It is illegal to burn anything else.
Paper is legal only for starting a fire. Firewood should be split, stacked and covered for 6-12 months
before burning.

2. Give your fire plenty of air — Don’t overload the stove with too much wood. Small, hot fires burn
cleaner, produce more heat and can use less wood.

3. Look at your chimney — Lots of smoke means your fire needs air, so open the damper. Smoke is a sign
that creosote is building up in your chimney. Creosote build-up can lead to dangerous chimney fires. An
efficient, legal fire emits heat waves and at the most, just a wisp of smoke.
